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In 1961, U.S. psychologist Stanley 
Milgram conducted a series of social 
psychology experiments into the 
relationship between authority and 
obedience. The sensational findings 
of those now famous “Electric Shock” 
experiments have been the starting 
point for the development of an 
innovative new theatre work now.
